Imbolc 2011 is brought to you by Eye of
the Boar coven, the Wiccan Church of Minnesota,
the letter B, and the number 9.

It is dark and cold in our part of the world
at this time of the wheel. A time of dormancy
and gathering inner strength while awaiting the
time of growth once more is upon us. While na-
ture slumbers we have time to conduct some in-
ner reflection. The Eye of the Boar coven invites
you to take a quick glimpse into the four direc-
tions to see what you may need to reflect on.

This Ritual is open to all who can remain
silent for at least one lengthy period of time. So
please only bring children if they are old enough
to be mindful of this. During the silence, you will
be warned once, but a second time and the Tyler
will escort you from circle. Otherwise the Ritual
is child appropriate. There is some movement
required in this Ritual, but it is just once around
the circle. We wondét ask peopl
ance beam again. Those with medical need may
bring a chair in circle to sit during the other por-
tions of the Ritual otherwise we encourage you to
stand. There will be a potluck style feast follow-
ing. Please bring a dish to share. All announce-
ments which are traditionally before the begin-
ning of Ritual will be done after the Circle is
takendown.

Minimum Performance Requirements:

1 - As a May Person, you will be expected to finish out the ritual in which you were chosen, beginning with the

Cakes and Ale, and closing down the ritual circle.

2 - You are expected to present the Beltaine ritual at the end of your tenure, and pass the MQ/GM/F energies

along to the newly chosen folks.

3 - You are expected to be certain that each Sabbat in the Wheel of the Year has been properly observed. This

might mean that you will be presenting the ritual, but more likely, it means that you get to recruit willing groups

or individuals to present those rituals. If a church ritual cannot be presented for some reason, you are expected to
be present at some level of observance of that sabbat.

Those are the minimums . There have been minimalists in the Church
Amaximistso if thatds a word. In the past, the MayFol k
franchised, the voice and face of the Church when dealing with the outside world, and may be called upon by the
Executive Board to break tie votes on business matters.

May Folk Privileges (you may do these if you choose):

You may serve as chair of the business and other meetings of the Church.

You may present social events to promote fellowship within the Church.
Youmay serve as ritualist for as many rituals in addition to Beltaine as you wish.
You may represent the God/dess in any ritual, should the ritualist request it.

2010 Financial Review |
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ThIS review of the 2010 financials was conducted at the Sacred Paths Center, St. Paul, MN on 9Th
January 2011 at 2:30pm. All four trustees of the Church where present - Neva, Maggie, Keith and
George.

Upon completion of the review the following observations and recommendations are made:
l. In checking the financial records no discrepancies were noted.
Il. Random checking of dues paid and deposits of said dues did match.

ll. 1t is our understanding that cash advances may NOT be made with cash card and
there is only one cash card per account.

IV. The accounts where checked for unauthorized withdrawals and none were found.

V. ltis recommended that when donations are made at WiCoM Rituals (money specifically do-
nated to help offset the cost of the Ritual - this is most often placed in the donation box) the
amount donated shall be tallied by the party/parties responsible for putting on the Ritual. The do-
nated funds and tally shall then be given to the treasurer.

VI. The possibility of totaling the entire financial assets of the Wiccan Church of Minnesota on a
guarterly basis should be considered. This would simply entail the addition of all assets - the amount
in the checking account, the balance in the investment account/s, the balance of any other financial
instruments and any other financial assets, such as yet to be deposited donations/dues/etc.

We would like to thank Estelle for her work in the past year as Treasurer and go on record that the
Church is extremely fortunate to have an individual of her integrity and ethics offering her time to
perform the duties of Treasurer.
